The core of Easter faith resounds
through these words from the Easter story
in the Gospel of Matthew. Mary Magda
lene, whose love brought her to the cross

and who watched as Jesus was wrapped fof

burial, was last seen in the Gospel sitting at
the tomb. After the Sabbath, she came
again to the tomb, the abode of the dead,
and was the first to see it emptied of its
power and to experience the presence of
the risen One.

Easter morning in Gospels has the
distinctive beauty of transforming power.
The women arrive at dawn, symbolically
the dawning of a new day in human
history, and Matthew alone recounts an
earthquake, which is a prelude to the
resurrection of the dead. Only Matthew
records that the angelwho in Jewish
tradition guides the just to heaverrolls
the stone away and sits on it, another visual
symbol of the victory over death.

Living and working
together, the group broke bread, they
worshipped, they played, they shared
fellowship and faith along with sore
muscles. They became friends and family
with Presbyterians from sister churches,
and they made new friends in the
Presbytery of Mississippi as they helped
rebuild homes and lives.

Along with prayers and bushels of
apples, the churches of the Presbytery of
Scioto Valley offered financial support,
vans, and fuel. A year later, 50 workers
from 19 congregations returned to
Gulfport. An annual mission trip is now a
presbytery tradition.
