On the site of the building we were
helping to construct, two older men were
digging a deep hole (for a cistern) using
pick axes. The ground they were digging
went from dirt to clay to pure rock. One of
the men | ooked to be
day long in the heat these men axed away,
with bare feet.

The constant work wears on the
tools and sometimes the metal of the pick
axe comes loose from the wooden handle. |
noticed that when this happens, the men
search the worksite for any nails that may
be lying around in the dirt or in any of the
scrap wood to hammer between the metal

and wooden handle so that it will stay in
place.

As | was helping to dig a trench
alongside the men digging through the
rock, the older man taps my leg to get my
attention, and holds up an old, rusty nail. |
quickly realize that he needs more nails in
order to continue his work because the pick
axe had become loose again.

Since a number of people have not read our
daily blog entries during the trip, this
article, and others in the next few months,
will present blog excerpts about various
aspects of our mission service.

Our construction project at the
CAES School

At worship we met Jos¢he man
who started the whole project to build the
schools, and to start the farm that
surrounded us. We learned that his pursuit
of a degree in economics is what originally
brought him to San Pedro, but that the
needs of the community have made him
stay.
